and replace a new paper roll as illustrated abovprévent excessive paper

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Furthermore, during the standby mode (not in thevgrooff mode), it can
straight to replace the paper roll. The printerl veilitomatically cut the
unnecessary paper right after the top hood closed.

CONNECTING CABLES

Serial Connection

All the external connectors are in the recessed air¢he reabottom for Aura-
6800 series. The serial connector is a 9-PIN DFarhale connector at the left
in this area. Apply the male connector of RS232eab this port for serial
application. The default protocol used in seriahreection is 115,200 bps,
none parity, 8 data bits, 1 stop bit.

Parallel Connection

The parallel connector is a 25-PIN D sub Male cetmreat the leftmost
location in the connector area for Aura-6800P. Apihle female end of the
parallel cable at this port for parallel applicati®lease note that when parallel
connection is used, there must be no cable commeatithe serial port on the
printer.

LAN Connection

The LAN connector is an 8-PIN RJ45 type modularnsmtor at the position
left to the power connector in the connector aogaAura-6800L. Please use a
LAN cable of CAT 5 with proper length to conneceé thAN connector on the
printer to the LAN HUB as appropriate. Please rtbé for Aura-6800L, there
must be no cable connection at the serial porherptinter. The LAN port is
10/100BaseT compliant.

USB Connection

The USB connector on Aura-6800U is a type B

USB connector at lower right position below the

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Peripheral Connection

The peripheral controller is a 6-pin RJ11 type nfadyack. With use of

Posiflex cash drawer cable come with cash drawes, gort can control a
Posiflex cash drawer CR3100 or CR3200 or CR4000R4100 or CR-6310.

If a Posiflex special split cable is used insted; port can control two cash
drawers of above models. When the printer is used kitchen printer, please
use this port for kitchen bell connection instead.

Wi-Fi Connection

To use Wi-Fi connection, please set up througtciatfiutility - Posiflex Wi-Fi
POS Printer Manager. There are two interfacesrgaroze Aura-6800W
which are RS-232 and internet. When the first tuse Aura-6800W, please
set the host terminal’'s Wi-Fi configuration to ADXT (peer to peer) mode.

Power Connection

The power connector is a 3-PIN jack between theperal connector and the
parallel connector for Aura-6800P. Either a Posilapplied power adaptor or
a printer power cable from a Posiflex POS system lma connected to this
connector to supply power for this printer. Duringertion of the power plug,
be sure to hear the click to obtain a firm contact.

CAUTION: Before doing the insertion or extraction of the power plug, be
sure to pull the outer sleeve of the plug backwardb release
the internal latch. Failure to do this could damagehe power
plug. Such damage is considered as an artificial deruction
and is not covered by the warranty.

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Paper Cutting

Generally, after paper printed and automatically exery time, printer will
retract the paper roll in order to reduce the pdpss. When the auto-cut
function enable, the printer will leave the advamaper in 4.8 mm long.
Incase the user applies cut without paper feedutiirdIP switch and setting
change to have something such as a logo printetbprof each slip, the
advance paper will be in 4.8 mm. It is also higbilyggested to print the logo
and necessary paper feeding to make 4.8 mm papeaneal right after each
cut to prevent curling up and jamming of paper fredge inside the paper exit
slot.

The default static IP for the Aura-6800L is 192.162.168 and default listen
port is 9100. User may set his own IP to the saatevork segment and use
any browser to connect to the printer IP to comigthe LAN setup of the
Aura-6800L including changing the printer IP forpéipation according to his
network administrator’s request. HowevBHCP is not support

Reset Pin Hole

As the setup for the Aura-6800L/W can be set frelg changes are not well
registered some troubles could be introduced. Ttwrein Aura-6800L/W,
there is a “Reset pin hole” near the LAN conneaiorWi-Fi Module. Use
something like a ball pen tip or straightened ehdaper clip to push and hold
for at least 5 seconds into this hole will reset ttAN / Wi-Fi setup of the
printer back to the default values at delivery Ise tiser may re-do all setup.

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LAN POS Printer Manager

This utility can be used to manage multiple Aur®®8s connected in same
network under Windows as long as there is no attirity IP in the network.
This utility can assign to each LAN printer a difat device name for easy
recognition. In case of confusion, please checkM#eC addresses listed in
this utility against the MAC address label you fiad under each printer.

Any PC connected in same network can use TCP/iR&cAura-6800L in the
way like a directly connected local printer. Sa, darect 1/0 control by tools
like “HyperTerminal” all commands applicable to therial or parallel
interface model can work on Aura-6800L in the savag, as Aura-6800
except the port must be TCP/IP with the IP addoésise printer.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

This section gives solutions to some printer proisigrou may have.

General Problems

No LED lights up on control panel when switched or-Make sure that the
power supply cables are correctly plugged intogheter, the power adaptor
and to the power outlet. Make sure that power ppbed to the power outlet.
If a switch or timer controls the outlet, try usiagother outlet

Printing Problems

Nothing can be printed with ERROR LED flashing — Most possible cause
for the flashing Error LED is that the printer hlasen printing for quite a
period of time and the print head temperature becomo high. After few

minutes under normal ventilation, the print headudth be able to cool down
and the Error LED will stop flashing. Printing wittsume after cooled down.
If this is not the case, contact a qualified seryierson.

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Nothing can be printed with ERROR LED ON — Check the Paper Out LED.
If it is ON, most probably either the paper rolinist installed or the paper roll
is at or near the end. Install a new paper rolthef Paper Out LED is OFF,
please check if the print hood is properly clos@there are 2 internal
checkpoints inside the printer to assure the Iaglahthe hood for a decent
printing.

Therefore any dislocation of the hood may causeresr status and inhibition
to printing. Press down the hood at middle of the openinghen closing it
till it audibly clicks into place. If both situatis are not the cause, please try
pulling the hood lock forward. If the top hood wbmélease automatically,
check for paper jamdescribed in next item.

If there is no paper jam and the print head isoverheated, turn off the printer
and wait for half a minute then turn it back ontH& problem still remains,
contact a qualified service person.

Nothing can be printed with ERROR LED OFF — Try to run self-test
according to previous chapter to check if the printself works properly. If
the self-test passes, check the following:

1). Check the connection of the interface cable at ltb¢hprinter and
computer ends. Also make sure that this cable niketspecification
required for both the printer and the computer.

2). Check the printer data communication settings agahe computer.
The printer settings can be found easily on thitest print out.

If the problem remains or the self-test fails, eatyour dealer or a qualified
service person.

Poor printing quality — Contaminants like paper scraps and dusts on the
thermal print head can lower the print quality ticadly. Clean the print head
as described in previous section.

Paper Jam Problems

Paper is jammed inside the printer— Push down the hood release button
then the top hood can be released. Remove the jdmager and reinstall the
paper roll. Close the hood properly and firmly égeration.

If the auto cutter is also jammed, the top hood b& locked. However, in
most _of the situations the cutter will retract amé&ically when the hood
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release button is pressed. Should the cutter jasobserious to interfere the
hood release operation, please re-close the hoddtrgnopening it again.
Never force open the top hoodPlease also clear away any contaminants
accumulated in the cutter track above the therteahents.

* Place the printer on a sturdy, level surface.

* Choose a place that is well ventilated and freexaessive dust, smoke or
fume.

* Do not put the printer under direct sunlight orme&eater.

* |deal room temperature is from 5°C to 40°C. Ideshidity is from 20% to
85% RH (no condensation).

* Do not set any liquid or drinks such as coffeetenfrinter case.
* Do not touch any metal part to avoid possible etestatic damage.
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Do not touch the areas around the print head andrrdaring or right after
printing. It can be very hot.

Do not allow the cut receipt to slide back into tbetter during the
operation. As this would lead to multiple cuttingthe lower edge of a
receipt and the multiple cut thin slips tend tosmmechanical malfunction.

Use a grounded AC power outlet with only the powerd and power
adaptor furnished with the printer.

Do not use a power outlet of a circuit shared \aitly equipment that uses
a lot of power or causes great electrical noisesh sas a copier, electric
motors or a coffee maker.

Do not use thermal paper containing Sodium (Na#®fagsium (K+) and
Chlorine (Cl-) ions that can harm the print heagtthal elements.

If the surface of thermal paper is scratched wittaad object such as a nall,
the paper may become discolored.

If thermal paper touches diazzo copy paper immeliatfter copying, the
printed surface may be discolored.

Use only water paste, starch paste, polyvinyl past€MC paste when
gluing thermal paper.

If thermal paper touches anything containing oplintie acid ester
plasticizer for a long time, the image formatiorlisbmay be reduced or
the printed image may fade.

Use of volatile organic solvents such as alcohstiereand ketone or some
adhesive tapes on thermal paper can cause distiotora

Thermal paper must not be stored with the printedases against each
other as the printing may be transferred betweerstinfaces.

Since the paper roll is highly thermal sensitiieage keep them in a dark
place that is 20° and 65% RH when not installeithénprinter. Avoid
extended exposure to direct light. Use only prosincade from
polyethylene, polypropylene or polyester for sterafithermal paper.

Switch in the bottom of printer for setup the fuantsuch as baud rate, paper

width and others. Another switch is setup trougfivere to adjust such as
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printer density and others. Following explanatisigoing to descript these two
switches setting.

DIP Switch

On bottom cover of the Aura-6800 series thermal

printer, there is screwed a metal plate for setup

window. In this window, there is an 8-position DIP

switch for printer setup. Please use proper tool to

change the switch setting when necessary. The

switch position counting starts from the nearest

edge of printer. The functions of each position may

evolve with the revisions of the firmware. The infation below applies to
the latest version to the date of print of this o&n

Switch position 4 is usually set to OFF for ESC/P@8mand application
that prints at 512 dots / line. Only technical ss&nall set this switch to ON
and make the printer work in the 576 dots / linerfat.
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For switch position 5, if the switch is set to “ONhe busy signal set to host
only when input buffer is full. When it is set tOFF”, busy signal is sent to
host whenever the input buffer is full or an offdistatus occurs. Therefore,
signals including the paper near end detect willegate busy signal to the host.
Moreover, the printer will keep on beeping at Pdped (completely no paper)
till paper is replaced when S1-5 is “ON". When Sis50FF”, the printer will
keep on beeping every 3 seconds at Paper NearsklhdbOg paper in replace)
till paper is replaced.

For switch position when it set to “OFF”, the paper will feed befordting
when software does not define this point and thweitebe a further paper
feeding after cutting to prevent paper jam. Befggting this switch to “ON”,
please make sure that your software will take ofenough paper feed for the
paper jam prevention issue.

Switch position 7 defines the auto cutter. Wherdsde enable the paper auto
cut function, it have to place to “Off’. On the ethhands, the auto cutter
function will disable when it place at “On”.

Switch position 8 defines the firmware update fiowctIf the printer needs to
update the firmware, please set to “ON” position. drder to operating
perfectly, please set in “OFF” when the printer mit needs to update the
firmware or in normal situation.

However,
if it placing in OFF and the manual cutter can bgage whenever necessary.
